The program, arranged by Nancy Machnikowski, was presented by the Boys & Girls Clubs of Northwest Indiana.  William Lattimore, Hammond club director, described a number of active programs designed to help kids, not just baby sit them after school.  There has been some staff shakeup as they sought people who could relate to and guide kids.  The Hammond club serves about 750 kids, ages 7 to 18 (must be in school), and is trying to grow to 1,400 kids.  They are aiming to serve 35% of Hammond’s school age population.  Programs include helping to manage money, homework assistance, and other “growing up” aids, besides sports activities.  They are also working to get parents more involved with their children.

The Clubs have been in NW Indiana for 50 years, with 5 active clubs.  There are 3,400 clubs nationwide.  Members are charged $10 per year, but actual costs run about $400 per year per child.  Mike Catchur described the opportunities for corporate and business contributions that would be appreciated to help the cause.  Chuck Creisl of Calumet Harley-Davidson, president of the local Club Board, explained the important role played by the Clubs and why local business people should get behind them.
