Speaker

Ruth Dodson introduced Howard Cohen, Chancellor of Purdue University Calumet and the Hammond Appointee to the Regional Development Authority (RDA). 

The RDA promotes funding of economic development in Northwest Indiana and specifically addresses transportation, airport, commuter rail, busses and lake shore development plus other projects as assigned.

The Authority is a 6-month old group comprised of 7 members and the Chair is John Clark, the governor’s appointee. They all serve without pay. They have two employees: Executive Director Tim Sanders and one assistant. The RDA office is in the Purdue Tech Center in Merrillville.

The RDA has two jobs.  The first is to provide funds and the second is to oversee spending. 

Example: NICTD will request matching dollars for additional passenger rail cars. The RDA doesn’t believe it can single handedly transform transportation, it wants to stimulate private investment to help reform transportation.

Their next task is to develop a strategic plan to spend the money they have.  Each participating city, and county pays $3.5 Million per year.  The RDA has also received funds from the state and from Major Moves legislation. 

The plan will need to be approved by the State Budget Office and the Legislative Budget Committee.
