Jeff Oesterle led the singing of “America the Beautiful” and the Pledge of Allegiance; Jim Etter offered the prayer. 

Jeff Oesterle welcomed back Kevin McCarthy and announced that the ten day notice period for returning former member Renee Brooks had commenced.

Nancy Machnikowski called the club’s attention to “Hammond Reads” materials available at each table. 

Jeff Oesterle announced that applications for a group Study Exchange to District #2980 in India are available. Applicants should be twenty-five to forty years of age.

Nancy Machnikowski introduced our speakers and guests, members of the Harrison Park Veterans Memorial Committee.  Fred Denton spoke first and emphasized that the project has been in the works for over five years and that it is designed to be a veterans memorial honoring all who have served (for as far back as they can gather records) and not a war memorial. The design concept selected was submitted by eleven year old Ceilia Heredia in the 2002 city wide contest for that purpose.

Architect T.J. Ferrantello then spoke about how he came to work with the veterans on the project and about the design elements that make up the memorial. A key feature of the design involved the refurbishing, moving, and raising of the WWI monument.  Across the plaza from the WWI monument will be a new six-sided monument honoring veterans from the Army, Navy, Marines, Air Force, Coast Guard, and Merchant Marine.
