Meeting Notes---August 6, 2002

Mary Kaczka reported Downtown Hammond is on the move with activities like their recent “Inside Out Interactive Arts Festival.”  Hammond’s newest art gallery, Uncle Freddy’s, will have their grand opening on Friday, 9/13, in the old NIPSCO Building, 5265 Hohman Avenue from 5pm to Midnight.

The 50/50 was won by Jim Etter who then drew the 5 of Hearts.  The Jackpot builds to $168.00.  

Extractors Lindner & McCullough, feeling as fine as the weather was last week, went easy on us.  Happy Bucks were collected for the YMCA Picnic, a son getting a job, a daughter going to college, spending a hot 2 weeks in July in Kansas and for the market being up 350 points.  August birthdays include Mary Kaczka, Nancy Machnikowski and Rich Schumacher.  Seven other birthday Rotarians were absent.

Club Assembly Report

Jim Prisby proposed some by-law changes involving the nomination of 3 rather than 6 members each year for the Board, opening up nominations for President and Vice President to all members instead of just current directors, and increasing the number of directors from 10 to 15.  The full text of the proposed by-laws is available from Jim.  We’ll vote on these changes on September 10, the next Club Assembly.

Membership Committee Chairperson Jim Donovan reported that per RI by-laws, Senior Active classification is no longer recognized and that attendance requirements have been relaxed to a 60% attendance requirement but not more than four consecutive absences.   If attendance requirements are not met, the Board may terminate membership.  A number of our paying members are not meeting the attendance requirements, which the Board will review for possible action.  The committee’s attention now is on 1) retention and 2) getting new members.

Publicity Committee Chairperson Phylis Mamula reported the committee is considering regular press releases, public service announcements, radio commercials and participating in local Chamber of Commerce meetings in order to get the good word out about the Rotary Club of Hammond.

Rotary Foundation Chairperson Dick Henry reported that we’d like to meet the RI goal of a $100/ member commitment by March 1, 2003 for PolioPlus.  Donations from others are most encouraged, too.  We’re almost there with winning our fight against polio.  It’s our badge of honor to complete the fight we started.  Dick strongly encouraged us to read The ROTARIAN as well as visit www.rotary.org.

Service Projects Chairperson Peggy Harrington reminded us that the committee’s focus is on where we’ve been and where we’re gong for the next year.  Still waiting for a few more surveys to be turned in, the results will be postponed until the next Assembly Meeting on September 10.  Peggy also circulated a list of proposed activates, each of which will be voted on.  See Peggy for this list.

Endowment Fund Chairperson Jeff Oesterle reported that we’re taking a two-pronged approach.  We will support the Rotary Foundation and Polio Plus.  Ed McHie is writing rules and bylaws for the management and distribution of our “local monies.”  We will not be getting involved with the Legacy Foundation.
