5 years old he wanted to be a professional baseball player. Instead of a teddy bear, he slept with his mitt in hand. He was the middle child of six children, and he grew up in Gary.

Right out of high school, Ron signed on with the Los Angeles Dodgers.  He was first at bat during his very first game and hit a double.  The next player got a hit that sent Ron running for home.  As he slid into base, he broke his neck and was paralized on his right side.


He ended up with surgery and an extensive recovery.  He went to work with his Dad at 

American Bridge in Gary making $70,000. 

His career was revitalized when he hit a home run over the fence and onto I-294 striking a car.  The owner of the car came to find out who hit that ball.  It was none other than Bill Veeck.  Mr. Veeck arranged a personal tryout for Ron at Sox park.  They hired him. The rest is history.

In 1989, Ron founded Indiana Sports Charities organization.  So far they have raised $1.7 million and over the years, donations have been given to five area hospitals.

When asked if he’d like the White Sox broadcasting job, he said he’d be interested, but doesn’t like being away from home. 

He has published a book entitled: Ron Kittle’s Tales from the White Sox Dugout.  The book and his personally crafted benches made from bats and balls can be found at ronkittle.com.
Ron currently works for the White Sox. He and his wife and two children live in Chesterton.
