The Meeting-December 9, 2003

Jeff Oesterle was in the command chair and led the club in the pledge and the singing of “My Country ‘Tis of Thee”.  Jim Etter offered the invocation.

Jeff Oesterle introduced the day’s guest speaker, Prof. Gene Finnegan, from Calumet College of St. Joseph discussing the issue of business ethics.  Prof. Finnegan has been an Associate Professor of Religious Studies since 1998.  He also has an M.B.A. and extensive business experience in his background.

Prof. Finnegan began by wondering aloud if “business ethics” is an oxymoron? He then stated his belief that the problem is not a lack of ethics courses.  They exist in abundance. Rather, he feels the issue is the variety of ethics that are promulgated.  For example, people speak in terms of utilitarian ethics, situational ethics, and legalistic ethics.

Prof. Finnegan believes a productive way to think about ethics issues is within the framework of the variety of stakeholders that exist for an enterprise-shareholders, employees, customers, suppliers, etc.  He suggested that an ethic that is based on proactive efforts by companies to arrive at solutions that take into account the needs of all stakeholders is best.  As contrasting examples he compared Johnson & Johnson’s handling of the Tylenol scare from about twenty years ago to Arthur Andersen’s work a few years ago for Enron.
