Speaker

Ruth Dodson introduced our speaker, Mary Higgins, Director of Volunteers for St. Margaret Mercy Hospital.  She spoke about the Catherine McAuley Clinic located one half block south of St. Margaret Mercy Hospital on Hohman Ave in Hammond.  The Clinic is located in the Medical Arts Building.

In 1995, Purdue University, the City of Hammond, the business community, and St. 

Margaret Mercy joined forces to address the needs of people without access to healthcare.

The Clinic opened in March of 1996 for two hours a week.  Today the Clinic is open five days a week. Last February they doubled in size and had 7000 patient visits.

Mary said they thought they would treat people with the flu, but they saw patients with cancer lumps and chronic health diseases like diabetes.

They regularly treat people with diabetes, high blood pressure and asthma, all situations where there is a need continued medications.   $200,000 was spent last year on prescriptions.  There are three ways prescriptions are filled.  The Clinic issues a Pharmacard, they do some dispensing of their own, and drug companies provide assistance.

McAuley Clinic does not receive Federal aid as Gary and East Chicago Clinics do because of the birth control issue. 

Volunteers consist of nurse practitioners, physicians and receptionists.   If you’d like to volunteer, they can always use receptionists. Mary also commented that they could use a business representative on their advisory board.

Mary Higgins likes working for McAuley Clinic because she gets to see the food side of people.
