The Meeting-January 11, 2005

Jim Lopatkiewicz led us in The Pledge of Allegiance, followed by the “Star Spangled Banner”, and the meeting continued with a prayer delivered by Bruce Lindner.  There was no drawing, but extractor Bruce Lindner made the rounds to each table quizzing us about the January issue of the Rotarian.
Our speaker, Rob Jensen, was introduced by Bill Robinson.  Mr. Jensen, Director of Fitness, Wellness & Sports at Purdue University Calumet, began as a consultant eighteen years ago to open the fitness center.   He is also in charge of the athletic department.  There are many student athletes that excel not only academically, but in their sport of choice as well.  Many of these dedicated students also work.   There is a push to encourage club sport, not at a collegiate level, but to eventually move forward with a Class II designation.
Director Jensen noted and brought samples of their new Mascot, The Peregrine.  Samples of all sorts were available for the taking.  Students and faculty determined the new symbol with an emphasis on the “P” for Purdue.

His overview of the department and health/fitness also included some impressive statistics.  There are currently about 9,000 students enrolled on campus.  About 1,400 of them use the fitness center daily.  Student involvement has increased with 15 new groups—in addition to the 60 that already exist.  Mr. Jensen is always looking to find ways to hook health and wellness together to relieve stress.  He sites Chancellor Cohen’s willingness to listen to new ideas and give faculty and staff permission to pursue them.  Money for their department comes from the University Insurance Fund.

Director Jensen also sited that the national average of obesity stands at 38%.

Measuring success for the program is through a tracking system of people who attend a one credit 

fitness class.  Employees and student club users have all their stats on file for review and comparison.
