Jeff Oesterle introduced no stranger to us:  Lou Martinez, the Executive Director of the LAUW.  Many will recall that Lou was last year’s recipient of the Robert V. Heinze Vocational Service Award.  Lou reported that even though this has been a tough economy, the LAUW is on target to hit their $5.2 million contribution goal, but only by the skin of their teeth.  Besides spending time to raise money, Lou spends a lot of time looking ahead both economically and socially.  Two new reports are being generated this year.  The State of Giving Report will identify where the money is coming from, where it’s going and for what it’s being used.
