THE PROGRAM

George Glendening invited Roger Sims, PE to tell us about the aspirations of the Indiana High Speed Rail Association.  First, a high speed rail “carries goods and people at higher speeds in order to save total travel time.”  Some of the benefits of high speed rail travel include lower fuel consumption, shorter total travel time, excellent travel safety and easing existing traffic congestion in metropolitan areas.  The Association’s mission is to help develop a networked high speed rail system.  Currently nine contiguous states are collaborating to build a 3,000 mile network with Chicago as the hub.  The cost is reportedly to be less than the cost of a third airport.  As an interim step, a basic high speed rail system using existing infrastructure could be up and running in as little as six years.
