Hammond’s Paramedic/Ambulance Service
Jim Walsko introduced Hammond Fireman John Bojda, the Assistant Chief of the Ambulance Service for the Hammond Fire Department.  John and his crew would make good Rotarians.  He prefers to keep a low profile, just being there when needed.  “Service above self,” one might say.  His team responds to a remarkable 8,000 calls per year.  That’s about 22 calls every day.  John is very proud of the fact that most of Hammond’s ambulances are state-of-the-art rigs complete with the latest (and very expensive) life saving equipment.  Too, every fire truck has at least one EMT on board.  This type of service doesn’t come cheap.  The basic ambulance fee is $250; advanced is $450.  But when you take into account the cost of an ambulance ($100,000), the cost of training and maintaining EMT licensing (several thousand dollars per person), the comprehensive medical services offered and the quick response, the service is a bargain.
