Speaker

Mary Kaczka introduced our speaker today.  He is Ranjan Kini, a professor of IT at IUN and a member of the Schererville Rotary.  He holds a Ph.D. in Information Technology from Texas Tech.  Dr. Kini spoke about the book:  The World is Flat by Thomas Friedman.

This book is required reading for MBAs. When Friedman says the world is flat he means there is a leveling of the playing field happening.

Dr. Kini said he would like to parallel Alvin Toffler’s The Third Wave to Friedman’s The World is Flat.  He believes Friedman is validating what Toffler said.

Toffler has a list of six factors:

1. Interactivity

2. Mobility

3. Convertibility

4. Connectivity

5. Ubiquity

6. Globalization

Friedman has a list of 10 flatteners and said there were three major events that have converged to level the playing field.  The events were: 

1. A large number of political barriers fell off.

2. We started doing business in a collaborative way across the globe.

3.  Technology made it possible. There are currently 2 billion people using the Internet.  A predicted 25 billion are on the way.

China opened its borders to business in 1979. India opened its borders in 1991. 

Can your job be done anywhere? That is called fungible.  You should make sure your job is non-fungible.  However, no job is completely guaranteed anymore. 

Business is fueling innovations through collaboration.  By 2020, hardly any one product will be made in one country. Components will be made everywhere.

Friedman’s critics say the world is not flat, but it is spiking only in certain parts of the world.
