Now, Here’s a Wake Up Call!

Terry McCullough’s guest speaker, Maggie Reister, gave a startling, if not unsettling talk on Long Term Care (LTC) planning for possible nursing home and/or home care needs later in life.  Unsettling because it’s not a topic we like to think about let alone plan for.  Indeed, according to Ms. Reister, fully 94% of Americans have no plans for LTC because “we think we’re never going to go there.”  And even though 31% of retired Americans think they have adequate LTC coverage, in reality only 6% do.  Don’t count on a government scheme either.  There just won’t be enough taxpayers to support the retirees.  The “maybe alternatives:”  Maybe day care.  Maybe your kids.  Maybe assisted living.  Maybe not.  And with nursing home care already costing an average of $55,000 annually, don’t necessarily count on your savings!  The only sure alternative is LTC insurance.  No, not an appealing thought but something all of us should seriously consider.
