Visiting Rotarians, Milford Christenson from Griffith and Roger Collier from Lansing, were introduced.

Steve Watson introduced and led a program devoted to the issue of adult literacy and the federal, state, and local organizations involved in solving a growing illiteracy problem. The federal effort is through the Institute for Literacy.  Indiana has the Adult Literacy Coalition, and locally there is NWI Adult Literacy and Hammond Reads.

Twenty plus years ago it was thought that the percentage of adults who are functionally illiterate was about 20%. Today, because of greater research on the topic, the number is judged to be in excess of 40%.

Ms. Carol Moore talked about NWI Literacy Coalition. It is an umbrella organization for all providers of services. It coordinates purchasing and sponsors a recognition luncheon. Its only fund raising event is an adult spelling bee, this year to be held on September 17.

Another major program this year is “Put your Nose in a Book”.  It is being done in cooperation with Hammond Reads. Rotarian Michelle Golden talked about Hammond Reads as a combined effort of the School City of Hammond, the Hammond Library, and City Government. “Put Your Nose in a Book’ will kick off on 8/27 with a Nosing Ceremony.  More details will be forthcoming.

Steve Watson requested that Rotary support “Put Your Nose in a Book”, that members explain it at their work sites, and that Rotarians attend the 8/27 ceremony.
