Like cooking for themselves in their dorm rooms, going to the market daily (no refrigeration), being able to buy from traveling vendors in the dorms, having a washboy and a seamstress, dressing up for class everyday, dealing with malaria on a regular basis, having lights out (literally!) at 10pm and no text books … to name just a few of the differences.  Some of Lara’s other observations included how good the locals are to travelers -- very trusting, even benevolent, as the headline suggests.  They are flattered that a traveler is interested in them and their village.  Hence they are a very proud people.  There’s an upper class and a lower class.  No in between.  The upper class kids attend private schools.  The lower class kids go to public schools which aren't very good.  What’s the problem?  Government and socialism.  Free markets are not allowed to operate and the economy suffers terribly.  As we increasingly become more socialistic in America, we should take note of how badly socialism has and continues not to work.
