PolioPlus Watch:  Great news!  The Baxter International Foundation awarded a $200,000 grant to the Global Polio Eradication Initiative in which Rotary International is a key partner.  The grant will help support a final push toward total eradication of polio by 2005.  While Polio is at its lowest point in history with only 480 cases reported globally in 2001, it’s estimated that $US 1 billion is still needed to deliver the polio vaccine to 600 million children around the world between now and 2005.

Tom Yamada was good enough to do the legwork to confirm that the Rotary Club of Hammond, Indiana was, in fact, chartered on May 1, 1920.

Lake County’s “Grand Old Lady”

is, of course, the 124 year-old Lake County Court House located on the Square in Crown Point. Lake County Court House Foundation Vice President Jeff Oesterle talked to us about this marvelous old building -- deemed the architecturally most significant building in Lake County by Ball State Architecture Professor Dr. David Hermanson.  You should know that although the building is very expensive to rehab and maintain, it is self-supporting thanks to Foundation memberships, rents and in particular generous contributions of time, materials and money from many patrons.  Next time you’re in Crown Point, stop in to see why this building was placed on the National Historic Register.  The details are remarkable.  The building has 22 commercial shops on the lower level and a Social Room is available for parties and weddings.
