Jeff Oesterle’s speaker was Jim Gelcher, Director of the Indiana Historic Landmarks Foundation for the (new) NW Indiana Office in downtown Hammond.  Ely Lily himself first endowed the Foundation in 1960.  Currently their statewide budget is nearly $2 million.  The Foundation’s mission is to help to preserve and restore architecturally significant structures and places that can be used again.  The challenge is to differentiate between what’s significant and what’s just old among the thousands and thousands of candidates in NW Indiana alone!  Besides preserving parts of the past, there are financial kickers.  Commercially, a renovation/re-development project can earn state and federal tax credits up to 40%.  Residentially speaking, a Historic District means increases in the neighborhoods’ values.
