I wasn’t sure if I was signed up or not for this awards event.  I wasn’t.  But event organizer Phylis Mamula still managed to get me in and scare up an extra dinner ticket.  The even better news is that the evening turned out to be an excellent, even inspiring experience.

Emcee Curt Vosti had the privilege of introducing Bruce Lindner who gave the invocation, Jan Moran, co-chair (along with Lance Dodson) of Hammond Pride Week, Mayor Duane Dedelow who recognized the recipient, Cal Bellamy who talked a little about the history of this award, Judge James Richards, the last recipient of the award back in 1993, Curt Freeman from the Hammond Historical Society, President Prisby who talked about Rotary (see the box below), Michelle Golden who conceived of and created the highly unique, insightful and thoughtful framed memento and, of course, the Hammond Achievement Award recipient, Carolyn Curiel.

What is the Hammond Achievement Award?  This award recognizes a person from Hammond who has achieved national or international distinction in business, industry, science or art.  Presented every year from 1980 - 1993, the Award is being reinstated after a 10-year hiatus.

Why Carolyn Curiel?  Carolyn has achieved both national and international distinction in business (and the art of politics.)  And this accomplished woman is not yet 50.  A Morton High School and Purdue University graduate, Carolyn has served as an Ambassador to Belize and speechwriter for former President Clinton.  Before becoming an editorial writer for The New York Times, Carolyn wrote for ABC’s Nightline, UPI and Week in Review.  She attributed her remarkable success to one thing:  education.  Her parents made sure she was in the best schools possible.  Carolyn closed the evening with an apt quote, “You should never forget where you came from, but you should always remember where you’re going.”

Do you sometimes wonder why you’re a Rotarian?  President Prisby provided a great reminder as he explained to the guests all that the Hammond Rotary Club does.  We host high school seniors to teach them about community and international service, we present the Robert V. Heinze Award to an outstanding local person, we hold the Pearl Harbor Day Luncheon to honor the survivors and their spouses, we hold a Christmas Party for the St. Joseph’s Home for Boys, we have a luncheon to honor the top ten students from every high school in Hammond, we award a student the Rotary Youth Leadership Award, we field a Rotary Relay for Life team for cancer research, we help people through the Hammond Rotary Endowment Fund, and we hold an open Wine Tasting & Buffet, Golf Outing and Summer Picnic to raise money to fund our various endeavors.  Internationally, we have helped in nearly eradicating Polio and we help host the Group Study Exchange team.  Last but not least, we are now involved once again in presenting the Hammond Achievement Award.  Weekly fellowship and camaraderie aside, these are 14 excellent reasons to be a Hammond Rotarian.
