A SOLID VISION FOR IUN

Jim Prisby arranged for IUN Chancellor Bruce Bergland to explain his vision for the university and indeed, the Northwest Indiana community.  The two go hand-in-hand in many respects.  As a regional (commuter) public university, IUN has a strong focus on community values.  Wisely, Chancellor Bergland meets monthly with his counterparts from the 5 other regional universities including Calumet College, Ivy Tech, Purdue Calumet, Purdue North Central and Valparaiso.  Each institution is striving to work together to meet the various needs of the region.  Essentially his vision for IUN is to create 1) a unique identity through sustainable regional vitality (via health-related programs, environmental initiatives and a local government academy) along with 2) cultural diversity (via visual arts and theatre programs) while 3) creating a strong, positive and beneficial campus climate.  Chancellor Bergland is realistic and understands his vision won’t happen overnight.  But he does expect it to be alive, well and working when he retires in 2010!
