Kay Dell Knarr arranged to have two former Hammond residents speak to us today -- Jane (Bomberger) Langendorff and Barb (DeBoe) Schmal -- about Hospice of the Calumet Area.  Operating in NW Indiana for the past ten years, Hospice is a team of dedicated nurses, social workers and volunteers that helps individuals who have a life-limiting illness -- as well as their loved ones  -- live with dignity in their home for the time remaining.  Hospice generally works with those who have no more than a six-month horizon.  As Barb pointed out, no one really wants to talk about dying.  We plan for everything but dying.  That’s just our culture and that’s where Hospice can step in to help.  While the Hospice folks can’t remove the sadness, they can take some of the fear of the unknown out of the process.  Hospice’s newest program, Transitions, is designed for those folks who have a life-limiting illness but have a longer than six month prognosis.
