The Grand Calumet Task Force Wants Your Feedback

Jeff Oesterle’s guest speaker Lisa Torkaz-Gutierrez, the Outreach Coordinator for The Grand Calumet Task Force, talked with us about the Task Force’s study of Hammond’s Wolf Lake.  Wolf Lake is located in the northern end of Hammond on the Indiana-Illinois border.   The purpose of the study is to provide good data for local government, businesses and organizations to enable them to make optimal land-use decisions on the proposed enhancements for the lake.  The plan is to 1) define the stakeholders (residents and lake users in general); 2) define all of the proposed enhancement projects; 3) conduct focus group studies; 4) provide information about attitudes, uses and perceptions of the stakeholders … i.e. get the results out; and 5) continue to engage the stakeholders.  A key point is that the study results will determine the desired end results.  Additionally Lisa passed out a survey for us to complete.  The purpose was to further flesh out the study with feedback from people other than those included in the focus groups. Lisa asked that she be invited back this fall to report the results of the study.
