Speaker from Parents as Teachers

Nancy Machnikowski introduced Kim Smith, Executive Director of Hammond Parents as Teachers (PAT) since its inception 6 years ago.

PAT is a free family educational support program designed to strengthen parent-child relationships while encouraging progressive language development and improving social and motor skills through suggestive activities.  The goal is to prepare children for kindergarten.

Kim was excited to announce PAT has recently expanded their programs to include children up to age five. They previously stopped at age three.  Her staff has expanded to 12 and currently serves 170 families with 210 children. The program is open to anyone.

PAT is also instrumental in expanding the program into neighboring communities.  Statewide there are 80 sites. Kim is a state trainer.
