As each thespian performed his or her lines, the audience was charged with placing a brown paper bag labeled “Emotional Baggage” at the feet of the actor demonstrating some degree of direct or indirect discrimination based on race, religion, age, sex, education, social class, speech, dress, you pretty much name it.  Besides being entertained, we learned that interacting with other people in a neutral manner is difficult, if not often impossible, even when no malice is intended.  McKenya’s dynamic program will be long remembered.
