Nancy Machnikowski announced that the “A” Scholars Luncheon will be held on April 20th.  A sign up sheet was circulated.
Our Morton HS students, LisaMarie Setnicker and Tony Gralewski, told us a little about themselves.  They both lead jam-packed high-energy and high-achieving lives full of many extra curricular activities.

Jeff Oesterle announced that his father was having surgery.

Jim McNabney was made a Paul Harris Fellow.  Jeff Oesterle remarked that he had learned at a President Elect Training Session that our club has eighty Paul Harris Fellows.

Over $112,000 has been contributed to the Rotary Foundation, and 60% of that amount has been returned to the District for local area projects.

Jim Donovan, a Meals on Wheels of NWI Board Member, introduced Arlene Jawor, Meals on Wheels of NWI Community Relations Director and our guest speaker.  Arlene began by giving some history.  Before becoming a United Way Agency, Meals on Wheels had been started in Hammond thirty-five years ago by the Methodist Church.  For a time St. Margaret’s Hospital had also been in charge of the program.

Because Meals on Wheels of NWI now provides some services as part of a federal program, they have become expert at providing special diets for people with cardiac, diabetic and renal problems.
Hammond, with eight delivery routes, is the largest service area, but all of Lake County is served.

The food is prepared in Crown Point in a former restaurant that was expanded thanks to a large donation of kitchen equipment from Munster Community Hospital.  Even at that, however, Arlene announced that more growth is needed and being planned for to accommodate the ever-increasing demand. 

Currently 650 volunteers are distributing 1,100 lunches daily, five days a week. Arlene concluded her talk with an appeal for volunteers and donations.
