Incidentally the Relay for Life is the culmination of Hammond Pride Week, a busy week for us.  Jim Prisby reminded us of the Rotary Golf Outing on Monday (6/10) of that week.  Curt Vosti reported that Tuesday (6/11) night of that week is the Rotary & Hammond Historical Society Hammond Achievement Award Dinner at Dynasty Banquet Hall. Hans Enderlin reported on the St. Patrick’s Day Dinner fundraiser on Thursday, March 14 at Ludwig Café.  $25/person. Jim Oesterle talked about the Group Study Exchange.  As has not been uncommon, Jim is waiting for more information from the district.

Jim Prisby talked about membership. We need to continue our membership focus of two members/month.  To date we have 12 new members.  We need to get to 22 members by the end of May.

Kay Dell spoke about our International Service endeavor -- the Books for Africa project.  We’ve committed $1,000 by June for Books for Africa.  For Community Service we’ve earmarked $2,500 for Parents As Teachers … dependent on the success of our fund raising activities.  We’re also continuing our commitment to the environment via Rotary Park at main fire station and the bike path. We would eventually have money to give back to the community.  We can see what happens to the money.
