The PUC Fitness Center has been in operation for nineteen years.  Today it serves approximately 2000 students, 400 faculty, and 300 local residents each semester.  The Fitness Center runs a variety of programs including two runs each year, monthly seminars, and a very popular “Eight Weeks to Fitness” introductory program.

In the “wellness” arena the program has expanded from one dealing with faculty to one that now encompasses faculty, students, and local companies.  PUC is part of the initiative to make Hammond an “Indiana Healthy City”.  Another very popular program is the sponsoring of the “Region Weigh Down”.
The final topic addressed by Mr. Jensen was intercollegiate athletics.  PUC is affiliated with the NAIA, not the NCAA.  The reason is the lack of NCAA Division III schools in the local area.  Almost all PUC student athletes work part time jobs.  Many receive at least some financial aid, but the aid comes from special fund raising and is not part of the normal budget process.
