Venturing Program is Coed. 
 
The 
national organization had a float in the Rose Parade and the 
networks gave it the longest airtime of any entry.  As part of 
the 100 year festivities our local council held a Cinco de 
Mayo outreach in Douglas Park in hopes in getting more 
children with Hispanic backgrounds to join, they brought in a 
trailer with a museum, a movie theater bubble and a rope 
bridge.

The council plans to participate in every major parade with at 
least 100 scouts marching, they will also plant Centennial 
Trees for Arbor Day.
