Mr. Jacobs focused his remarks on the use of color in business communications to acquire, retain, and satisfy customers.  He emphasized that an effective communication was the result of its content, appearance, reaching the target audience, and format.
He reviewed other attention grabbing techniques such as CAPITAL LETTERS, !!!!!!,  underscoring, and type faces and judged them not nearly as effective as the use of color.

Research indicates that color communications are viewed as having more prestige and more credibility and are better retained than black and white documents.

And finally, as a pitch for his category of product compared to print shop production, Mr. Jacobs emphasized the speed and lack of necessity for high volume production as reasons to use a color copier.
