William Robinson the Hammond Rotarian) founded Crown Point in
1835 over adecade before the federal government began selling land
in Lake County. He was aformer assistant secretary of the interior
and new that that Washington paid little or no attention to

squatters. He convinced the county to move the county seat to Crown
Point from Liverpool and donated what is now the Court House
Square for the site of anew court house in 1840. Heretained
ownership of the land surrounding the court house. The name Crown
Point was a marketing decision to draw attention to the fact that two

gigantic swamps formed the Northern and Southern Boundaries of
Lake County.

The original court house was alog cabin replaced by aframe
structurein 1849.

Construction of the the historic building was begun in 1878 and
completed in 1880. Itisover 10 storiestall and is considered as on
of the finest expressions of architecturein Indiana. Additions were
added to the original structure in 1909 and 1928 respectively.

The building was added to the National Historic Register in 1973
just before the county abandoned the building in 1974 and moved to
2293 North Main Street the current county compl ex.

Since 1976 over $2,000,000.00 has been raised and spent
rehabilitating and maintaining the structure. There has been a
similar amount given in donated time and materials aswell. The
foundation is currently dealing with a mgjor structural failurein the
10 story middle and main tower. To date this month over 500 bricks
have been removed and replaced on the exterior of the tenth floor,
one at atime. The foundation isin the process of kicking off a
$2,000,000.00 capital fund drive for current repairs and endowment.

The building is open to the public, with retail stores on the first
floor, offices, a museum and rotunda on the second floor, and the
Crown Point City Court and offices on the third floor.

The East Steps of the Court House has been the site of many
speeches and presentations the last 130 years. William Jennings
Bryant gave an historic speech while running for president in

1896. Louis Chevrolet was presented the Kobe Cup by the Chicago
Motor Clubin 1909. The name and location of the Chicago Motor
Club event was later changed the Indianapolis 500 in Indianapolis
Indiana.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
