Jim Etter began his introduction of our guest, Milan Kruszynski, head of Code Enforcement for the City of Hammond by saying that the stereotype of an uninterested public employee is incorrect.  Jim feels that most of his associates in city government are dedicated to their work and the city.

Milan began his remarks by explaining that his department grew out of work begun three and a half years ago and that the department has been operating for sixteen months.  The idea is that Code Enforcement eliminates duplicate efforts and staff caused by the fact that previously many departments were involved with different types of inspections.
Code Enforcement currently has six inspectors covering three sectors of Hammond, and their responsibility extends from alley line to curb.

Milan stated that the department emphasizes three points- responsibility, accountability, and quality of life.

During the question and answer session it became clear that the department is still a “work in progress” in some ways.  But they continue to work at improving their operations and the quality of life in Hammond.
