He went on to explain that regarding literacy, we are worse off today with our skills than we were 12 years ago.  African American literacy is up, Hispanic levels are down and Caucasian levels stayed the same.

Dr. Watson brought a guest to tell us her story.  Her name is Doris Terry and she is the daughter of a sharecropper. She has two children and seven grandchildren.  She is a success story from Hammond’s literacy program.

She married and came to the area when she was 18 years old.  Before the program she read at a third grade level and was not satisfied.  When she tried to get help, every stumbling block came against her.  

Her husband died in 1983 leaving her on her own to raise their children. She learned to tell time at the age of 32. She said literacy teaches people they can stand on their own two feet. Now she will be able to get a better job.

She told a story about how she couldn’t make change and suspected a cashier was cheating her when she held out her hand for her to take the money from her to pay for an item.  Embarrassed and disgusted, Doris her kids learned to count money that night.

The library is her friend because you can go there and study. Her favorite book is the dictionary.

She will receive her GED in a few months and after that she plans on going to college.  Doris is one determined woman.  Hammond Rotary gave her a standing ovation.
