Speaker Notes

Rick Schumacher introduced our speaker: John Rudy, President of Mercantile Bank. Taking his position in January of this year, he comes to Northwest Indiana from a long career with Harris Bank.  Mr. Rudy graduated from Valpo University and has worked for Harris ever since. 

Harris Bank was founded in 1882.  They have 200 locations and consider themselves a true

regional bank, but with a community approach.  They have the scale of a large bank, but the feel of a small bank.  Harris focuses on relationships and flexibility.

The purchase of Mercantile Bank is Harris’ first expansion outside of the Illinois borders. There are 19 Mercantile locations. They also offer no- fee ATM access at 39 Speedway locations.

Harris has three lines of business:

1.  Investment Banking

2.  Private Banking (trusts and personal banking)

3.  Chicagoland Banking, (community banking including personal and business, trusts and investments.  Non-profit services are a specialty.)

There are three ways Mercantile meets the market:

1.  Commercial activity as a leader in the area of business lending. Commercial real estate is another area under this category.

2.  Trust and Investment continues to grow as they manage personal wealth.

3.  Retail Business will expand their services by offering more products.

Plans are to change the name to Harris Bank next spring after a successful computer conversion.
