It’s the least the members can do for those soldiers that literally put their lives on the line to defend all we have and hold sacred in a democratic and free America.  Beyond that, VFW members spend a good deal of time in their communities and local schools, in particular, talking about and teaching the concept of freedom.  As Gene posed, who knows better about freedom than those who have been in harm’s way?  Indeed, the VFW members are a part of a very elite group, a group to which we owe much.
