Speaker

Julie Olthoff introduced Sheree Richardson.  With over 22 years of experience, Sheree is a clinical audiologist and manager of the audiology department at Hammond Clinic.  She earned a Masters of Science degree from Purdue University and is licensed and certified.  

Nanoscience has moved hearing aids into the digital era.  This means the speed at which a hearing aid can process information is light-years faster.  

They have processor chips in them and can do so many things, like eliminate feedback.  They are able to analyze a pitch and cancel it out using phase inversion.

Because of a small magnetic coil, the new hearing aids allow you to talk on the phone much better.  A sensor turns off the external microphone part and uses the coil instead.

A front and back microphone system detects the direction sound is coming from. This amazing technology reduces background noise.  If the volume is greater in the front, it will turn the back mic off.  If the volume is greater in the back, it will turn the front mic off.

The hearing aids can also tell if you are listening to speech, wind, mechanical noise and other types of noises.  For the wearer’s comfort, it will automatically reduce power in particular frequency ranges so you can hear well.

Audiologists can plug your hearing aid into a computer and look at logs to see what type of environments you frequent.  This data logging aids in better analysis.

Behind the ear models and in ear models are available and range from $1,000 to $3,500.  The $1,000 aids do not have the dual microphones.

She suggests you buy for use over 3-5 years.  Technology changes so fast you should expect the newer ones to be improved.  Eighty percent of hearing loss is due to inner ear deterioration.

Earwax is the #1 reason for repairs.  The batteries will go quicker with these because of the processor chip. They use zinc air batteries powered by oxygen and zinc.
