Terry McCullough introduced our speaker: Charlotte Hess of CAMP (Caring About Military Personell).  CAMP is a support group for deployed overseas military personnel.

Charlotte got involved two years ago when her son was part of the invasion of Iraq. Conditions for the soldiers were tough. Until the military supply depots and supply convoys were set up, there were no creature comforts at all. Soldiers needed things like baby wipes for personal hygiene. There was no PX to buy nonessentials. 

Soldiers really began to miss the little things about home.  

CAMP ships snacks, chips, candy, cookies, etc. every month.  Kleenex, shampoo and toothpaste are examples of non-food items they ship.  The biggest expanse CAMP has is postage. It costs $20 to $30 per soldier to ship each package. They ship 30 goodie packages per month to specific soldiers. The recipients are encouraged to share their bounty with other members of their units. 

Charlotte is always looking for soldiers to go on 

the goodie waiting list.  As soldiers come back home they are replaced with new beneficiaries of CAMP. For $20 to $30 per month you can sponsor a soldier. CAMP has no employees so all of your donations go directly to the troops. Charlotte emphasized that our G.I.s deserve our support no matter what your personal feelings are about the war. They are doing their sworn duty and are not part of the political process.

CAMP is presenting a Holiday of Honor for active military personnel at 6:00 pm on Dec. 23rd at Avalon Manor on US 30 in Hobart. Military personnel and their families are free, tickets are available to the public for $10 each. The theme of the night is Appreciation Celebration for our Military.
