Speaker
Lisa Wein introduced Bobbi Costa. Bobbi is a board member at Haven House and the chairperson of transitional housing. Bobbi showed pictures of the four unit transitional housing facility, which Haven House hopes to build. The total cost of the project is approximately $1,000,000. Transitional housing is needed because there is a 45-day limit on how long a battered woman and her children can stay at Haven House. The transitional housing unit is needed to provide housing for as long as 18 to 24 months. This allows the time needed for the client to find permanent housing, employment and job training.
 

Bobbi explained that Haven House is always full. The capacity of Haven House is 25 to 30 individuals, which includes women and their children.
 

Much of the material needed for construction of the transitional housing unit has already been donated. The bricks, electrical work and architectural work have all been donated. They hope to break ground in the spring of 2007.
 

The transitional housing unit has its own funding sources so that no money will be taken away from the emergency housing services provided by Haven House.
