Bob Dygert-Gearheart announced the speaker Amy Rosen of Campagna Academy. 

She emphasized that the vision that Father Michael Flanagan had in 1947 is still valid today.  Today, Campagna Academy is a not-for-profit residential and day treatment facility licensed by the Indiana Division of Family & Children's Services to provide a continuum of services to youth ages 6 - 21 years and their families. The mission of Campagna Academy is to restore hope and to build dreams.  The vision of Campagna Academy is a future in which every child belongs to a healthy family living in a safe, caring neighborhood.
Amy focused on their charter school program. The purpose of Campagna Academy Charter School is to facilitate and assist young men and women in attaining a high school diploma and become forthright, productive members of society.   The program has transportation, child care and foster care services. 

Most children served are under the age of 18, but Campagna does offer assistance to students after their eighteenth birthday if there is the need.  Rotarian Andy Brennan reminded us about Hammond House which is located on Williams Street directly across from the School City of Hammond Administration Center.  This home helps to serve 

this need of transitional placement into the community.

Their day treatment program helps prevent dependent residency.  Currently there is no waiting list.  Severity of the problem determines the course of treatment.  Students attend from 7:00 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.  

One of their fundraisers includes raising money for a new gymnasium that has been destroyed by fire.  Cost to rebuild is nearly one million dollars.
