The Meeting-November 25, 2003

President Brennan led the club in the pledge and the singing of “America the Beautiful”. Jim Etter offered the invocation.

President Brennan introduced his brother-in-law, John Haley, from the South Side Tulsa, OK Rotary. Former Hammond Rotarian, Rev. Bob Gearhart was also introduced, as were our Clark High School students.

Bruce Lindner announced that the Christmas party will be on 12/16 and that we should arrive at 11:30 AM. 
Jeff Oesterle won the drawing but not the grand prize.

Mary Kaczka introduced our speaker, Prof. Gideon Falk, from Purdue Calumet.  Prof. Falk has been at Purdue Calumet since 1985 and specializes in teaching strategic management, organizational behavior, and international business.  However, it was his life experience of being born in Israel to German refugees that made his discussion of the issues in the Middle East so compelling.

Prof. Falk began his talk by remarking that his father had been a Rotary Club President in Israel and that he himself had been a Rotary International Exchange Scholar in 1964/5.

Prof. Falk’s main point was that of the twelve key barriers to peace that he identifies only two (terrorism and the settlements) are well covered by the popular media.

In Prof. Falk’s mind the number one uncovered issue is the question of the refugees’ right of return.  Other key questions concern borders, water, recognition of Israel, control of Jerusalem and its various holy sites, what degree of sovereignty a Palestinian state would have, the general lack of trust, and incitement that occurs in Palestinian media and textbooks.

Prof. Falk’s talk was another in a long line that has enlightened the club’s membership as to important local and international issues.
