The Program
Jeff Oesterle’s guest speaker was Vanessa Burrows, a Rotary International (RI) Ambassador Scholar.  A Valparaiso University graduate, Vanessa had the opportunity to study at Queens University in Belfast, N. Ireland, UK for the past year, courtesy of RI.  The Ambassador Scholarship is designed to promote international understanding and goodwill.  Vanessa shared with us what life is like in N. Ireland.  When we hear of Ireland, most of us immediately think of the violent and bloody confrontations that have been going on for centuries between the Catholics and Protestants.  Vanessa’s observation was that our perception is really due to the media and not necessarily reality.  To be sure there are problems even today but not as bad as the media would have us believe.  Other observations include that America has a large presence in N. Ireland, the Irish do, in fact, enjoy their pubs, political correctness is often important to maintain the peace, families are very close, it rains a lot, the Rotary Clubs are far more formal than in the US, Gloria Steinem hasn’t been to Ireland yet, and RI really does have a powerful worldwide impact.  Vanessa is bound for law school after which she hopes to work in the United Nations or US State Department.  The cost of the sometimes-controversial scholarship is $25,000 for one year.  Many Rotarians believe the money could be better used for other humanitarian purposes.  Maybe.  Maybe not.  What we do know for sure is that Vanessa is a superb goodwill ambassador for Rotary International.
