Speaker

Nancy Machnikowski introduced Dr. Jerry Watkins, our speaker today.  He will speak about the change in graduation requirements.

The requirements for graduating have changed beginning with this year’s freshmen, who will graduate in 2010.  And eighteen is now the new drop out age.

Dr. Watkins pointed out two positive things about  “No Child Left Behind.”  It is a wake up call for educators to take a look at what they are doing, especially for minorities and disadvan-taged students.  This initiative is almost like the civil rights movement in that it wants all students educated no matter what color, income, aptitude, etc.  

One negative thing is that it was not based on educational research.  Not everyone learns the same or at the same rate, yet they are held to a cut off date.  He wishes they had taken learner research under consideration.

The 2010 graduates must select one of four different diplomas.  There is the regular diploma with a minimum of 40 credits. It will not get you into college.

The Core 40 diploma requires a C average to pass. This diploma will allow you college access.

The Core 40 with Honors requires a 3.0 GPA.

The Core 40 with Technical Honors requires 3.0 GPA as well, but in addition to your regular curriculum, you must enter a career center and add a 1- or 2-year course of study in technical education.  This includes culinary arts, construction trades, dental hygiene, criminal justice, etc.

You also must pass the GQE-Graduation Qualifying Examination.
