Speaker 

Our speaker was Morton Marcus, Professor Emeritus for Indiana University and the Kelly School of Business.
Morton wove his presentation around the question:  How do you balance security and flexibility?

He said security is the leading issue in America today. We’ve all seen how terrorism can disrupt our economy and society. 

People need to have a sense of security, but too many restrictions result in no flexibility.  So how do you balance the two?  He admitted to not having the answer but wishes people would talk more about this important issue.

The cost of health care is another leading issue.  Morton thinks equal access should not be available to all.  We don’t do that in any other industry.  For example, college scholarships are not equally handed out to all. So how do we create a health care system that is both secure and flexible?

Employers should help build their employees’ resumes by training them so they can move on to a better job.  This is the greatest gift.  It gives them security and the flexibility to move on.

You get flexibility by having a variety of experiences. We need to have opportunities.

As a tangent, Morton told us Cabela’s is not the answer to Hammond’s problems. He does not like the idea of tearing up beautiful green space when there are commercial corners already available and needing restoration.

He also told us the Federal Government is spending $400,000 per person to rebuild Katrina-hit communities, and we should feel grateful for what we have in this region.
