A few tidbits about Red Cross….First established in 1862 in Geneva Switzerland, now over 1100 chapters in America, Red Cross exists in 175 countries.  Their call to duty is to respond to disaster—all sorts of disaster!

Rev. Fassett unveiled their new program:  Together We Prepare.  He briefly detailed the six steps—Make a Plan, Build a Kit, Get Trained, Volunteer, Give Blood, and

Donate Money.  He also made mention that he is of the opinion that there is much disposable income throughout the area, and he encouraged us to dig into our pockets.

Each step is simple, yet detailed in many aspects.  A few that he mentioned and some others that stand out in the handouts are:


Have one gallon of water per person per day


Keep cash on hand in the event of power outages as well as a battery 



operated radio w/batteries


Pack non-perishable food


Tool kit with wrench, manual can opener, screwdriver, hammer, pliers, duct tape,



plastic sheeting, garbage bags and ties, gloves, and boots
