Jeff Oesterle introduced the day’s guest speaker, Dan Ryan, one of our District’s Assistant Governors and a District Co-chair for the Rotary Foundation.

He also used an analogy to church donations to remind everyone that, even if they have achieved Paul Harris Fellow status, there is still a Foundation that needs continuing support. 

Mr. Ryan reminded everyone that one of the benefits of becoming a multiple level Paul Harris Fellow is being able to honor someone by naming them as a Paul Harris Fellow.

The Foundation dates from 1917 when Rotary International’s 6th President challenged the attendees at the convention about “Doing Good in the World”.  After Mr. Ryan discussed the profound impact the Rotary Foundation has had in the drive to eradicate polio, he presented a list of other goods works a $1,000 donation can accomplish. 

Mr. Ryan concluded his presentation by showing part of a video that reinforced the points he had been making.
