The Robert V. Heinze Vocational Service Award

About the award: First awarded in 1983, this award recognizes local business and community people whose lives and careers represent the highest standards of professional and ethical achievement.  By presenting the Heinze Award, Hammond Rotary provides our community with Vocational Service, one of our Four Avenues of Service.  Recent recipients of the award include Andy Brennan (’01), Kay Dell Knarr (’00) and Sam & Lilyan Sax (’99).

About Bob Heinze: Mr. Heinze was a distinguished citizen of Hammond and, indeed the world.  Long associated with BP/AMOCO/Standard Oil, he was first and foremost a problem solver, and then an inventor and industrialist.  Mr. Heinze’s discoveries helped produce modern asphalt and many innovations in cold tar manufacturing.  He held numerous patents.  Mr. Heinze was also an honored member of Rotary (Hammond and elsewhere) with 42 years of perfect attendance.

This year’s recipient is Louis “Salty” Martinez.  Mr. Martinez was selected for this award because of his tireless and exemplary work directing the Lake Area United Way (LAUW).  Lou has been active with the LAUW since 1979.  He’s benefited Lake County with his past involvement with the Governor’s Commission for a Drug Free Indiana, the Indiana Department of Family Services, the Indiana State Board of Health, Black and Minority Health Task Force, Lake County AIDS Task Force, Northwest Indiana Regional Planning Commission’s Para-Transit and, most recently, President of LAUW.  Lou is certainly deserving of this award, and we’re lucky to have a person of Lou’s caliber working diligently to make a better Northwest Indiana.

In addition to receiving the Robert Heinze Award, Mayor Duane Dedelow was on hand to present Lou with the Key to the City of Hammond.
