Jim Lopatkiewicz’s guest speaker was Dan Geer from the Tradewinds Sign Shop.  Now seven years old, the shop was started with a donation of equipment from WhiteCo Outdoor Advertising along with a few orders for … signs.  The shop’s purpose is to give mentally challenged adults the opportunity to transition from school to working.  Dan noted that it’s tough to give them the idea of what work is about.  Work is a complex concept [and, in fact, one I’m still trying to figure out.  The Ed.]  The shop can boast of about 70 alums during the last seven years.  The students -- or clients -- have gone on to work in many types of businesses.  Their signs run the gamut from traditional painted ones to electronic to vinyl.  Receiving no government money of any kind, the shop must make money to survive.  And, in fact, Tradewinds receives no government money for any of its mentally handicapped clients.
