Speaker Notes

Our speaker was Craig Harrell, director of marketing for Hospice of the Calumet Area.

 

Hospice helps individuals with life-limiting illnesses and their loved ones live with dignity—in a place where the sights and sounds of life surround them—a place like no other—home.

 

Hospice of the Calumet Area will celebrate its 25th anniversary next year.  They currently employ 16 people and have over 145 patient care volunteers.

 

Those receiving care have been diagnosed with a progressive disease and have less than six months to live.  The average length of stay is 27 days. Craig said he wishes people would call sooner. In fact, when they survey their clients, most say they wished they knew about it sooner.

 

Hospice is aggressive in their treatment to make sure the patient is as comfortable as possible.  But since physical pain is not the only pain, they provide chaplain services for emotional pain.

 

If you are Medicare eligible, your services and supplies are completely covered.

 

Friends of Hospice is the lead fundraising mechanism.  Our own Ruth Dodson is President of the 200-member group.
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
