Lake County -- The Place to Be!

Hans Enderlin introduced his guest speaker, James Tasmanakis, the head of the Lake County Visitors and Convention Bureau (the Bureau).  The Bureau serves all of Lake County and although considered a quasi-government entity, receives NO tax dollars from Federal, State, County or City taxes.  Rather, its $3 million budget is funded solely from a gambling head tax and hotel/motel use tax.  Its purpose is to draw tourism and convention business into Lake County by promoting local events, and infrastructures … such as our proximity to Chicago, our natural (lakefront) resource and the Radisson Hotel Convention Center.  The most visible aspect of the Bureau is the Indiana Welcome Center just south of the I80/94 expressway on Kennedy Ave.  Not only is the Welcome Center the place to find out what’s going on in Lake County but a place to learn a little of Lake County’s history as well as see seasonal local color exhibits.  Too, a 109-seat fiber optic equipped theater/conference/meeting facility is available for the public’s use.  The Bureau is actively working on bringing to Lake County a national volleyball tournament, offshore boat racing, indoor track & field events, softball, golf, bowling, cross country competition as well as regional basketball and tennis.  The Bureau also courts reunions, religious, minority and multicultural groups.  If folks come here to visit and stay, so much the better for everyone.
