The Program

With Renee Greanleaf canceling at the last minute, Peggy Harrington saw fit to give colleague Tom Federenko, the Coordinator of the Bi-lingual Program in Hammond, an “opportunity” to substitute.  So we heard about Hammond’s Cultural Diversity Program, a nine-week program teaching tolerance and inclusiveness, and targeted to elementary aged children.  The goal of the program is to get kids to recognize various situations, understand what’s going on and, if necessary and appropriate, seek adult guidance.  Interestingly, it’s presented by invitation only.  That is to say that a teacher has to request the program.  The core of the program is a nine part videotape series called, “Different but the Same.”  Each part focuses on a theme such as name calling, peer pressure, friendships across racial/ethnic line, hate crimes, prejudice, etc.  To date, Tom has been invited to present the program to about 3,000 children in 148 classrooms throughout Hammond.
