Speaker

Our speaker was Tom Dabertin who gave us an update on the Magnet School for Hammond.  He said the Magnet School is being developed to show what’s right with education.

He said Hammond needs programs that bring hope.  One of those programs is the College Bound scholarship program.  Hammond won bragging rights as the first city to pay out on such a program. (Kalamazoo is the first to announce the idea.)

Instead of dividing a student’s day into segments for reading, history, math, etc., the magnet school concept combines all the disciplines around a theme in order to bring a holistic approach to education.

The committee decided Hammond’s Magnet School should have a focus on technology and the arts. These categories are deliberately broad in scope.

The school will be located in downtown Hammond and built with an outdoor stage.  The stage would be where the old First Federal used to be.  Hammond will probably never be a retail area again; it’s stronger as a professional community.

The School City of Hammond has made a decision not to participate in the project for financial reasons.  So now Purdue University and City of Hammond will run the school.  The name of the school will be the Urban School.

Construction has a proposed budget of $7 million, which has been secured from Horseshoe Casino.

The committee is in the third phase of planning and has a goal to open the school in 2008.  The school will receive funds from a combination of tuition and endowments.

Considered a private school, students will be allowed to come from outside of the city, although one of the goals is to keep parents from moving out of the city.  Students and parents will be required to sign commitment contracts. 

The school is not designed solely for the best and brightest.  It will teach sixth through twelve grades.
