Speaker Notes

Jim Donovan, Board Treasurer for Meals on Wheels, introduced our speaker today:  Melissa Kirincic, Director of Community Relations for Meals on Wheels of Northwest Indiana.  

Meals on Wheels serves the homebound elderly, ill and disabled as well as adults and children in day care since 1977.  They opened their own 

kitchen in 1993 in Crown Point. The facility’s  capacity was 900 meals a day, so they thought they were set for a long time.  Melissa said today they are bursting at the seams preparing 1,200 meals a day out of the now cramped space.  They also have a waiting list of people asking for meals. They serve over 100 clients in the Hammond area.

Meals on Wheels has 30 paid kitchen staff and 669 volunteers.  

About half of their clients pay for their meal at $3.75 each.  It costs $5.60 for to prepare an adult meal.  The balance of the cost is subsidized through grants and donations.  The other half of their clients’ meals are totally subsidized by the government, but Meals on Wheels asked $1.50 donation if at all possible.

Dean White has generously donated 3 acres of land on the corner of 85th and Virginia near The Methodist Hospitals.  Meals on Wheels is in the midst of a capital campaign to raise $2.4 million including the land donation. They have raised $1 million so far and are hoping to break ground in November and take occupancy in the spring.

The new building will have a 9,000 sq. ft. kitchen and 3,000 sq. ft. will be for office and community space.  This will bring their capacity to 3,000 meals per day.
